The core, saving message of the Gospel of Jesus
Christ is an important anchor for all Catholics and a
pre-requisite to formation in the faith. The kerygma is
summarized in three sentences by Pope Francis in his
Apostolic Exhortation to Young People, Christus Vivit:

“God loves you; Christ is your savior; he is alive” (CV,130).

Each level of Alive in Christ: Discovering and Sharing
the Kerygma begins with a unique proclamation of

the kerygma in the context of the unique grade-level
emphasis. The kerygma lesson includes a passage

from Scripture focused on the kerygma and offers an
